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PREAMBLE

The Ministry of Defence of the Republic of Moldova and the Ministry of Defence of the Italian Republic, hereinafter referred to as “Participants”

With regard to the decision of the Moldovan Government regarding the participation of assigned personnel of the Moldova National Army in the Multinational Battle Group – West of the KFOR throughout Joint Enterprise Operation,

Having regard to the provisions of the “Additional Protocol to the Agreement among the States Parties to the North Atlantic Treaty and the other States participating in the Partnership for Peace regarding the Status of their Forces (NATO PfP SOFA)”, dated 19 th June 1995,
Having regard to the provisions of the “Agreement between the Government of the Republic of Moldova and the Government of the Italian Republic on defence co-operation”, dated 06th December 2006;

Considering the implementation of SACEUR Operation Plan 10501 Revise 3 dated 31st  May 2012 to implement the Military Technical Agreement (MTA) in Kosovo, 

Considering the need to define the requirements and procedures of the logistic support provided by the Italian Participant to the Moldovan Participant contributing in the Multinational Battle Group – West of the KFOR throughout Joint Enterprise Operation
have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE 1
DEFINITIONS

1.1 Lead Nation (LN): the Italian Participant, which temporarily supports the Troop Contributing Nation participating in the Multinational Battle Group – West (MNBG-W) of the KFOR.

1.2 Troop Contributing Nation (TCN): the Moldovan Participant participating in the MNBG-W with Moldovan Military Personnel, including associated supplies and equipment.

1.3 Logistic Base (LB): the Italian compound in which the MNBG-W of the KFOR is located.

1.4 Senior National Representative (SNR): the Officer representing the LN (ITA SNR) and the TCN (MDA SNR).

1.5 Italian Joint Operations Headquarter – Joint Movement Coordination Centre (IT JOHQ – JMCC): the Italian Party authority to arrange, to manage, to coordinate and to execute strategic movements to/from theatre of operations.
1.6 Airport of Embarkation (APOE): Airport at which the Moldovan Participant’s personnel, supplies and materials are loaded and airlifted to/from theatre of operations
1.7 Airport of Debarkation (APOD): Airport at which the Moldovan Participant’s personnel, supplies and materials are unloaded and airlifted to/from theatre of operations.
ARTICLE 2
GENERAL TERMS
2.1 This Technical Arrangement (TA) identifies the procedures by which the LN will provide logistic support to the TCN. 
2.2 The logistic support to the TCN:

· shall include the supply of materials, equipment and services envisaged by this TA;
· shall be at the same standard as the support provided to the Italian Forces participating in the MNBG-W of the KFOR.
2.3 Any permanent or temporary increase in TCN personnel will be subject to prior notification and approval to the LN.
2.4 English will be the working language.
2.5 In case of military activity or task outside MNBG-W area of responsibility lead by LN, the responsibility to conduct negotiations and reach agreements with other nations is common (LN and TCN).
ARTICLE 3
FACILITIES
3.1 The LN will provide the accommodation for the TCN at the LB free of charge. 
3.2 The MDA SNR will be responsible for the maintenance and condition of any facilities granted for the exclusive use of the TCN. Any upgrading, improvement or change of destination of such facilities shall be subject to the prior approval of the ITA SNR.

ARTICLE 4
MESSING
4.1 The LN will provide free of charge messing services for TCN to the same standard of those provided to the Italian personnel.
ARTICLE 5
DEPLOYMENT AND RE-DEPLOYMENT
5.1 The TCN is due to prepare individuals and units for deployment, which is to include the achievement of the desired level of training and to meet the necessary administrative requirements.
5.2 The TCN selected personnel must carry their NATO travel order, military ID card or passport and immunization card issued by or on behalf of the TCN. 
5.3 TCN’s deployment and re-deployment is national responsibility. However, on request,  strategic airlift can be performed from Italy to Kosovo. In this case, the strategic airlift procedures are specifically detailed in Annex “B” of this TA.

ARTICLE 6
MEDICAL SUPPORT AND SERVICES
6.1 The TCN is responsible to adopt all proper preventive measures, such as vaccinations and provision of first aid kits, including self- injectors.
6.2 If requested, the LN will provide ROLE1 medical service to the TCN free of charge. In the event of illness, accident or injury, TCN personnel will receive outpatient and in-patient treatment at Role 1 Medical Treatment Facility. 

6.3 The LN is responsible for the evacuation of casualties to the nearest Role 2 / Role 3 facilities. STRATEVAC is the responsibility of the TCN.

ARTICLE 7
GENERAL SERVICES
7.1 The LN will be responsible for all general services needed for base operations. Such general services will be provided to the TCN free of charge and on the same terms as for Italian personnel as specified in Annex A to this TA.

ARTICLE 8
LOANS
8.1 Any item loaned to the TCN will be returned to the LN in advance to the departure from the theatre. TCN ensure that the loaned items will be used with care and returned to the LN in the same condition in which they were received. Whenever, at the end of the loan period, the item were lost or were returned damaged, TCN will reimburse the total cost for repairing or purchasing the item. 
ARTICLE 9
LEGAL PROCEDURES

9.1 In a mission area jurisdiction will be exercised in accordance with NATO PfP and relevant international agreements. When investigating and prosecuting criminal offences in a case related to the Participants, the responsible authorities of the Participants will co-operate applying their national laws and regulations. 
9.2 Claims for all types of damage occurred between the Participants will be settled in accordance with NATO PfP SOFA. Claims for damages caused to third participant or their property by the personnel or the material of either participant will be settled according to the MTA.

ARTICLE 10
DISCLOSURE OF INFORMATION

10.1 The Participants will take all lawful steps to properly store, handle and safeguard all classified material held, used, generated, supplied or exchanged under this TA in order to avoid the disclosure of classified information.
10.2 Classified information will be exchanged between Participants according to the Agreement between the Parties to the North Atlantic Treaty for the security of information, CM (55) 15 (final) dated 15th October 1997 and subsequent amendments.

ARTICLE 11
DISPUTES

11.1 Any dispute regarding the interpretation or application of this TA will be resolved solely by consultation between the Participants. 
ARTICLE 12
FINAL PROVISIONS

12.1 This TA will come into effect on the date of the latest signature thereto and is concluded for an indefinite period of time.
12.2 This TA may be reviewed, renegotiated and amended by written accord upon request of either Participant.
12.3 This TA may be terminated by mutual consent of Participants. Termination will be effected by exchange of letter specifying the date of the termination.
12.4 Either Participant can terminate this TA giving written notice to the other Participant. In that case the termination will be effective three months after the arrival of the notification.
12.5 This TA is done in two original copies in English language.

ANNEX B
STRATEGIC MOVEMENTS

1. In order to arrange airlift transportation to/from theatre of operations and to/from Italy, the TCN has to submit to LN (IT JOHQ JMCC) a transportation request to be approved by LN (IT JOHQ JMCC) and the TCN has mandatory to follow the procedures as enlisted in the next paragraphs.
2. In case of transportation provided by LN, TCN has the responsibility to deploy its personnel and its equipment to the designed Italian APOE/APOD, defining in advance the customs authorization and granting, if necessary, diplomatic clearances (NATO form 302 Customs Declaration is applicable). These documents must be valid throughout the mission. The TCN personnel and equipment transportation to/from Italy will be arranged and paid by TCN.
3. In case of transportation of TCN’s military Dangerous Goods, the TCN is responsible for IATA/ICAO Shipper’s Multimodal Dangerous Goods Forms to provide LN (IT JOHQ JMCC). In case of strategic airlift provided by the Italian Air Force with national aircrafts, military Dangerous Goods will be transported in accordance with international law, national legislation of the TCN (concerning the Goods) and LN legislation linked to national flying rules.

4. The TCN has, furthermore, the following procedures responsibilities:

a. to apply and to coordinate the airlift requirements with LN (IT JOHQ – JMCC) at least four weeks in advance included Dangerous Goods;

b. to provide the LN (IT JOHQ JMCC) with the TCN Point of Contact responsible for the organization and coordination of the strategic movements;

c. to deploy its personnel and equipment at the designated APOE/APOD making them ready for loading;

d. to provide rank, last name, first name and ID card/Passport number and NATO travel order number of the authorized passengers to be transported;

e. to assure that the material will be clear of all customs formalities before delivering it to the designated Italian APOE/APOD;
f. to undertake that personnel and luggages to be transported will be at the designated APOE three hours before the flight departure;
g. to guarantee that military cargo to be air lifted will be ready for loading at the designated military APOE within the working day before the flight departure.
5. In case of STRATEVAC support provided to TCN by LN with the Italian Air Force national aircrafts, the transport mission will be executed in accordance with international health flying law, national legislation of the TCN (concerning the treatment of casualties to be evacuated) and LN legislation linked to national flying rules for STRATEVAC.
